Frequently Asked Questions

How This Works

This is your opportunity to meet with your Legislators at the State Capital Building in Sacramento.  Information below will explain how to call and make yourself an appointment.   
We kick off the event with a review of key legislative priorities that effect the staffing & recruiting industry with tips for speaking to your legislators. From there you will head to your scheduled meetings with either your district Senator or Assembly member (or both of you choose). Don’t have your own appointment?  Don’t worry, you can join in with others from your district.
What is the agenda?

Mike Robson of Edelstein, Gilbert, Robson & Smith (CSP’s Lobbyist firm) will provide us with talking points and statistics to assist you in speaking with your legislators.

Q: Why should I come to this event?
It is vital that the staffing and recruiting industry educate the legislators on what we do and the positive impact we have on jobs in the State of California.  Our legislators are not aware that we create jobs; all they know is what the powerful labor lobby groups tell them.  Labor tries to convince the legislators that we are “job killers,” which we know isn’t true.  Our legislators need to hear from us, and this is an opportunity for us to make a huge difference…We need to educate these people so that when various bills are introduced, they will know how our industry is affected.

Q: What is included in the fee?
Everything that takes place during the program including lunch, materials and talking points, and guest speaker.

Q: How can I find out who my legislator is?
Click here  or www.leginfo.ca.gov/yourleg.html   Then simply type in your residence zip code and you will get the name and contact information for your legislators. 

Q: How can I set up an appointment with my legislator?

The easiest method to schedule an appointment is to call the Capitol office at the Sacramento phone number of your legislators (see above) and ask to speak to the scheduler.  
Introduce yourself as a constituent who will be in Sacramento on March 19 for the California Staffing Professionals legislative conference and that you would like to meet with the legislator to introduce yourself, your industry, and discuss state issues of concern.  
Your appointment should be made well in advance of March.  Legislators’ schedules fill quickly!  Many schedulers request that appointment requests be made in writing.  These typically can be emailed or faxed and should be done right away.
Q: Why would I attend; I already have a great relationship with my legislator and can call them at any time?
Legislative Day is not only a perfect opportunity for you to meet with your legislator, but have you ever heard of the phrase “there is success in numbers”?  This is a truly unique opportunity for attendees to be present and stop bad legislation from moving forward.

Q: What is the Legislative Forum on Monday?
